On Sunday, June 6, 2011 at 1033 hrs. The Lake County Sheriff’s Office was dispatched to Clyde C. Hadden Elementary School ref: Vandalism. An area resident was mowing grass and discovered the rear of the school and three Riverside Local School District buses had been spray painted with graffiti.

         Investigation concluded that between 0100 hrs. on June 5, 2011 and 0100 hrs. on June 6, 2011 three juveniles (all 14 YOA) had walked to Clyde C. Hadden Elementary School with intentions to damage the school property. Two juveniles caused damaged to the school buses at approx. 0100 hrs. on June 5th. A third juvenile had accompanied the first two juveniles for a return visit to the school when damage was caused to the school itself along with additional damage to the same three Riverside Local School District buses.

         During the early morning hours on June 5th, two juveniles responded to the school and entered three parked school buses. Once entry was made into the school buses the juveniles had cut four seats with a knife, had sprayed the entire interior of one bus with fire extinguishers, had removed six emergency road flares and ignited them outside a second bus, had opened the emergency kits and strewn all the contents about the interior of a bus.


During the late hours on June 5th and into the early morning hours on June 6th a third juvenile met up with the first two juveniles and walked to this same school with the intentions of now damaging the school. One juvenile brought a can of red spray paint to the school. The three juveniles had then spayed painted graffiti on three sides of the school building and on the three Riverside Local School District buses. The three juveniles had removed more road flares and ignited them outside the buses. The juveniles had now also urinated and defecated inside one school bus. 

            Suspect shoe prints were secured as evidence when the crime scene was processed. On the day the crime scene was processed the three juveniles had arrived at the school to admire their handy-work. These juveniles were identified and their shoes were inspected. Their shoes were found to display similar print patterns to the suspects shoe print patterns. These three juveniles were interviewed by Deputies and had confessed to this crime. 

            All three juveniles were released to their parents. They will be facing criminal charges of Vandalism, Criminal Trespassing, Criminal Mischief and theft.
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
