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Lake County Auditor, Edward H. Zupancic wanted to remind residents that the time to file a complaint against the valuation of real property for tax year 2012, collection year 2013 will be closing at the end of business at 4:30pm on April 1, 2013.  In order to proceed on your complaint, the Auditor must have received the complaint form physically in the Auditor’s office (NOT POSTMARKED).

It is imperative that each taxpayer understands that you can only dispute the market value of your property; you can not dispute the amount of taxes that you pay.  Levies are voted by individuals and majority rules.

The Board of Revision is an independent three-member panel who reviews all formal valuation complaints based on evidence provided. 

Available Tax Credits

Many homeowners are eligible to receive a 2 1/2% tax reduction.  You must own and occupy your home as your principal place of residence on January 1 of the year you file for the reduction.  Applications must be received no later than the first Monday in June.  Rental properties are not eligible and this tax reduction is only available on one home. 

Any property owner who owns and occupies their home and is at least 65 years old or if under 65 and permanently disabled, may be eligible for the Homestead Exemption regardless of income.  This program reduces the taxable value of property, thereby reducing the taxes owed.  Applications are available on line and through our office.  The application may be filed between the first Monday in January and the first Monday in June in the Auditor’s office and can be submitted in the year you are turning 65.
