What is the Canon Envirothon?
The ENVIROTHON is designed to stimulate, reinforce and enhance interest in the environment and natural resources among high school students. A competitive outdoor team event, the Envirothon offers a unique and enjoyable learning experience. A team consists of 5 students, all from the same high school. The 2012 Area II Regional Envirothon Competition will be held in Spring 2012.  
Quad County Ohio Envirothon ‘11-‘12 Training Session
Cuyahoga, Geauga, Ashtabula, and Lake Soil and Water Conservation Districts will be sponsoring a Pre-Envirothon Training/Education Session for Envirothon Teams looking to sharpen their skills before the Regional Competition.
Each team will rotate through four of the sessions on SOILS, AQUATICS, WILDLIFE, and FORESTRY and/or CURRENT ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES.  Additional students are welcome to attend the Quad-County Training as long as they are put into teams of five.  This is a great opportunity to bring the entire class for an Envirothon experience, however only two teams per school are permitted to attend the Regional Envirothon Competition.  (Bring them all now and send the best in the spring.)
This year’s theme is “Nonpoint Source Pollution/Low Impact Development, Going Green with LID technology to reduce NPS.”  Each of the training sessions will address this theme as it relates to the topic. Sessions will include a 20-minute presentation by a resource specialist, followed by a 10-minute quiz that will test student knowledge of the session’s topic.  The resource specialist will then present the answers and take questions as time permits.  In addition to teaching students about soils, wildlife, etc… the resource professionals are happy to share their knowledge and experience with careers in natural resources.  Please make your students aware of this opportunity; they may want to prepare questions in advance. The West Woods is a 902-acre park that protects the historic sandstone ledges of Ansel’s Cave, Silver Creek and its watershed, extensive wetlands, and mature forests. It is Geauga Park District’s intent to protect this natural area in perpetuity, and utilize the nature center to provide quality nature education.
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From Erie and points north: Travel I-90 to Route 306. Travel south on Route 306 for approximately 12.7 miles to Route 87. Turn east on Route 87, and travel 1.9 miles to the park entrance on the south side of the road.

From Akron and points south: Travel I-422 to 306 exit. Turn north onto Route 306, travel approximately 5.3 miles to Route 87. Turn east on Route 87, and travel for approximately 1.9 miles. Park entrance is on the south side of Route 87.

From Warren and points east: Travel Route 87 approximately 3 miles west of Auburn Road. Park entrance is on the south side of Route 87.

From Cleveland and points west: From Cleveland and points west: Travel I-271 N to US 422W. Exit 29 Chagrin Blvd. OH -87. Travel Route OH-87 1.9 miles east of Route 306. Park entrance is on the south side of Route 87.
