The roads which traffic will be closed to thru traffic are as follows:

¢ Ravenna Road between Riding Trail and the Greenway Corridor Bike Trail

e SR 84 in the eastbound direction between the Greenway Corridor Bike Trail (Ravenna Road)
and Chestnut Street — Athletes will be running westbound in the eastbound lane

e Auburn Road between Girdled Road and TriPoint Medical Center

The following roads will not be closed but traffic will be restricted to sharing the roadway:

Auburn Road between TriPoint Medical Center and Crile Road
Crile Road between Auburn Road and Fredle Drive

SR 84 between Chestnut Street and Morley Road

Morley Road between SR 84 and Hermitage Road

Hermitage Road between Morley Road and Girdled Road
Girdled Road between Hermitage Road and Auburn Road

Access will be maintained for residents and emergency vehicles. All other motorists are asked to use an
alternate route if possible. Should motorists need to drive through the area, they are reminded to use caution,
slow down and be free of distractions as athletes will be sharing the roadway.
