CHILD SUPPORT DEVIATION
FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW
The child support obligation pursuant to the statutory schedule is $ per

month, per child.

The parties seek a deviation to the amount of $ per month, per child.
The Court recommends a deviation to the amount of $ per month,
per child.

The reasons for the deviation are based on the following findings of fact:

If the deviation is based on in-kind contributions, the value of the in-kind contribution

is$ per month, per child.

Based upon these facts, the court finds that it would be unjust and/or inappropriate
and not in the best interests of the child/ren to apply the child support per the statutory

schedule, and the deviation is approved.
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
