Minor Subdivisions 

• Staff Reviewed 71  minor subdivisions.  This is the highest number of 

minor subdivision reviews performed since 2005.  It is 23 more reviews than 
the 47 reviews performed in 2016. 

• 37 new lots were added to the property tax roll in 2017 through the minor 

subdivision process. 

• Staff reviewed and approved 34 other minor subdivision land transfers.  

 
Addresses 
Twenty-seven addresses were issued for lots in the four townships and two 
addresses were issued in Kirtland Hills. 
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The five Lake County Townships submitted requests for recommendations on text 

or districts amendments during the months of April, May, June, July and December.  

The Land Use and Zoning Committee met in April, May, June and December.  They
