This book has been provided by the Lake County GIS Department for the purpose of assisting firefighters or other 
First Responders in emergency situations.  This map book was created by taking Lake County and cutting it up into 
77 pages.  Each page is numbered and the page numbers are referenced on the index page at the front of this map 
book.  The second page is a legend showing all of the map layers. The third page is a list of Health Care Facilities 
and Pharmacies which are referenced in the map book by code number.  This allows us to identify these buildings 
without cluttering up the map with long names. Not shown in the legend are the base layers such as street, jurisdiction 
and parcel.
